This grant for $10,000 will help the team create a 
curriculum by the time the park opens.  The team consists of 
Mrs. Yousefzadeh as well as Peggy Darr, Carmen Langelli, 
Barbara Brosnan, Lora Reles, June Berthelsen, Meredith 
Bardwell, and Jennifer Cavasina.  Thanks to the entire team 
who worked hard at writing and submitting this grant. 
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The coin collecting continues.  We have 

tallied up the totals through the end of 
January.  The final counts were 28 $1 

bills, 265 quarters, 295 dimes, 209 nickels 
and 3,278 pennies for a grand total of $166.98. 

All money 
donated will go toward Discovery Park.
